· August 5 - Interfaith Service with Floating Lanterns for Peace

· August 6 - Dramatic Procession Through Downtown Syracuse 

On Wednesday, August 5, an Interfaith Service to remember the atomic bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki will be held at 7:30 pm at the Everson Plaza in downtown Syracuse. Children’s activities begin earlier at 7 pm – they will learn a song and make peace lanterns. Immediately following the service, floating lanterns for peace will be launched. People are encouraged to bring lawn chairs. Rain location is Plymouth Church (232 E. Onondaga St.).
Then on Thursday, August 6 at noon, the annual Hiroshima-Nagasaki Dramatic Procession will leave the plaza next to Syracuse City Hall (on East Washington Street) and snake though downtown ending at Columbus Circle between 12:30 and 12:45 for a short program. 

On the 64th anniversary of the bombings of Hiroshima and Nagasaki, we join with concerned people of the world to remember the hundreds of thousands of people killed and injured, and recommit ourselves to ending nuclear terror forever. We call on fellow Central New Yorkers to join us in working toward a safe world free of nuclear weapons and nuclear power. We join together to demand a nuclear free future.
