Youth Peace Workshops Prepare for Hiroshima Day


The Hiroshima Day Planning Committee formed by representatives from the Syracuse Peace Council, Peace Action and Pax Christi will be running an origami crane-folding program with youth in different venues around Syracuse at the end of July. 


The hour-long workshop explores the idea of peace through discussion, storytelling and activities. The children will hear the story of Sadako, a young girl who rises above the atom bomb illness with a message of hope. They will also learn how to fold origami cranes and decorate paper lantern shades with their own ideas and hopes for peace.


Some such scheduled events include the Westcott Community Center on July 23 at 10 a.m., the Northeast Community Center on July 27 and July 30 at 9:30 a.m. and Thornden Park Discovery Camp on July 31 at 9:30 a.m., as well as at local summer schools at Bellevue and Ed Smith Elementary Schools.


Remember Hiroshima and Nagasaki: Demand a Nuclear-Free Future, a dramatic procession downtown, will take place on August 6. The demonstration commemorates the bombings in those cities 64 years ago and demands the abolition of nuclear power and weapons. Petitions to President Obama for the abolition of nuclear weapons will circulate at the procession. Paper cranes made by the youth attending crane-folding programs will be distributed. The procession will begin at the City Hall Annex at 11:30 am on Thursday, August 6, and it is open to all who wish to participate. 

Representatives of various faith communities are organizing an interfaith service with lantern floating ceremony to commemorate the bombings, using lantern shades made by the children during the program. The service, at 7:30 pm on Wednesday, August 5, will be at Everson Plaza downtown.
