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Index Introduction

The index to the Peace Newsletter (PNL) is a combined index of names and subjects for the first twenty-five years of publication, 1936-1960 (nos. 1-250). Issues indexed are limited to those available on SPC’s website. A list of missing or unavailable issues is attached. 

In addition to names and subjects discussed, material related to the business of the SPC, American Friends Service Committee (AFSC), New York State Peace Council (NYSPC), and respective chapters is also indexed. Business regarding SPC and the publication of the PNL is indexed under Syracuse Peace Council (SPC), Syracuse Peace Council (SPC) - - events and programs, Syracuse Peace Council (SPC) - - PNL. Chapter material is indexed under the name of the chapter or its location if an official name is not mentioned. While it is noted that the PNL became a publication of the NYSPC in July 1951, indexed material about the PNL continues to appear under SPC PNL headings. Editorials, letters to the editor, poetry, and series are indexed under the author and subject and also grouped under Syracuse Peace Council (SPC) - - PNL and one of the following subheadings -- editorials, -- letters to the editor, -- poetry, etc., -- series. 

U.S. legislation is indexed under the appropriate subject headings and U.S. Congress, U.S. House of Representatives, or U.S. Senate. U.S. government departments and offices are indexed under U.S. followed by the name of the office or department. Other subjects related to the U.S. such as its armed forces, budget, foreign relations, and national defense are indexed under U.S. followed by a subheading, e.g. -- armed forces. Material regarding U.S. presidents is indexed under a subject, the name of the president if attributed to the person, or under the name of the administration if regarding administrative matters, for example, Eisenhower, Dwight D. or Eisenhower Administration. For material about executive power see the heading U.S. presidency. Subjects related to the officials and policies of other countries are indexed under the name of the person, country, and subject.

Items not indexed include advertisements, announcements of upcoming events (events are indexed when reviewed or reported), Peace Library acquisitions and reading lists, handwritten notes made by SPC staff appearing in the margins, and inserts. Material quoted from other publications is indexed under the subject but the titles of publications are not indexed.

Main headings are alphabetized word-by-word. Well-known national and international organizations are alphabetized under their abbreviation while other organizations, including local and state organizations, are indexed under the spelled-out version of their name. Subentries are arranged chronologically by PNL publication date. The earliest date appears first. See also references follow the last subentry. Citations include the title of the article in quotation marks (or subject in brackets) followed by the issue number, date in parentheses, and page number. Example:

If editorial corrections are made regarding an article in a previous issue, the corrected citation appears in brackets followed by the citation for the original article. Corrections are also grouped under Syracuse Peace Council (SPC) - - PNL -- corrections. Example:
