MAIL _ Dear PNL:

' In Washington the picture hasn't changed very much., UMT still
looks as if it can be beaten. SS still looks almost inevitabvle. Was interested in
today's Timesg, which told of Truman's special message to Congress next weck, asking
for lend-lease of military supplies to the ERP countries; more seriously, it indica-
ted our approval of use of ERP funds and raw materials by those countries for arma-
meants and other military measures., This is a clear violation of the use of ZRF for
reconstruction, and is exactly the criticism which we and others have been malking,
And it only means greater drains on the American economy, while it further increases
the lilielihood of the draft here and conflict abroad. It does seem that we are
going to arm the world and control the world against Russia. Yet, the delegations -
in spenking to congressmen - are tnld that the President has so maneuvered things
that the congressmen can't help but go along, I think that is a dishonest position
for the congressmen to take, since they conld speak out against the administration
policy if they really felt opposed. Ve are going to attempt to do something along
th t line.

Glad you are writing letters. Please stress the fnct that the administration
is really asking Congress to give it a blank check of military commitments for a
foreign policy which neither Congress nor the country fully understands. It is time
for Congress to demand a definite statement of our present commitments and our future
plans, If the road we are trking is toward war, the country ought to know it. If
we have mnde secret agreements, the country should know that, too. ~-George,

Denr PNL: :

Having Jjust returned from Italy, after two years of work with the American
Pricnds Service Committee, I would like to pcint out how our present military policy
looks to the people over there.

Most of them have not appreciated our attempt to gain their political support
through our gifts of material aid. They have considered that as long as we are pre-
paring feor war we have little better to offer them than has Russia.

If tre United States were facing a war crisis the enactment of selective ser-
vice by Conzrees would be understandable. But when it is clear that the draft is
not at all necessary today its enactment will be clearly a warlike act and will fur-
ther alienate these people whom we should be inspiring with hope.

With Anerican economic aid and the confidence that America truly wants peace,
democracy will thrive and the Communist regime will fade quickly in Europe. 1 say
thig out of the conviction of two years of close friendly acquaintance with the
.Itelian people, If you could have had this experience yourself you would certainly
be convinced, -~ Bob.
