Once a week » tenth of a pound of ment,

once in six months, perhaps, an egg. There is a block market but not a grent deal

of food on it. Prices are prohibitive for all but the very few: .%ggs $8 cach, coffee

$50 a pound, fat $35 a pound.

Why?

The terrible drought of 1947 resulting in less than h~lf a crop; shortrge of
fertilizers, seeds, machinery, and labor; in her best years Germsny never produced
all her own food, Now she has lost 25% of her best farm 1and »nd 13 million homeless
"expellees" have been added to her hungry ponulation; one million occupation forces
in Germany reguiring housing snd transportation. Russian ~nd French troops "live off
the 1ond."

1550 calories is the official rotion in Germany, »nd has been so for the last
three years. 1500 crlories is, medicnlly, the point at which the body begins to eat
itself up. Most people in Germany todry would be glad to be assured of even 1E50
cnlories, Millions are¢ living on 1100 ~nd 1200 cnlories, ond millions are living
below 1000 calories. Some of these millions will die of starvation.

65 of Germany's 70 chief cities are from 50% to 90% destroyed. A construction
engineer in Berlin colculated the anount of rubble in Berlin alone ~nd s~id, "If you
would give me 5 trains with 50 cars on each train, thnt is, 250 freight cars, ~nd
give me the coal to run these in ond out of Berlin all day long, 365 dnys of the year,
I could clear the rubble out of Berlin in 15 years. This does not mean rebuild Berlin,
but merely clear the rubble out in 15 years, And now,” he said, "we are clearing
Berlin with wheelbarrows and smnll carts!"
